Every student is assigned a workbased learning
coordinator, who is the primary contact related to
employment and career planning.

Regular meetings are held with the student at the

school, on the job site, or in the community to discuss
employment issues.

The work-based coordinator is required to maintain
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work evaluations, training agreement and plan.
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A crucial element of the program involves students
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grocery store, utilizing public transportation, exercising at
the community center, or opening a checking account at
the bank, in hopes of gaining the knowledge, skills and
confidence to be able to function and live as independently

as possible once they graduate.
